This month is all about determination, deciding it's worth it to finish what you've started. Have you ever
run a race? To get a medal you have to keep going, even when it seems like you can’t go one more step.

This is true in life too. Sometimes we're tempted to quit when things get hard. But for those for follow
Jesus, we receive a crown that lasts forever! Because Jesus can do anything, He can give us the power we
need even when all we want to do is quit. We can keep going even when it seems impossible.

This week, we'll highlight four real life stories of determination. Read the determination story below and
then unscramble the letters to reveal the name of the person who kept going.

Read 1 Corinthians 16:13

One of the awesome things about following God is that He promises to be with us, no matter what. When
you have a big job to do, when the job seems way too hard, God can help you stand strong, be brave and
finish with determination. That's what Paul is talking about in today’s verse. Even when the task seems
impossible, God is with you.

Let's take a look at another story of determination. Can you name this famous inventor? Considered
unteachable at a young age, this inventor continued to try and try again. While many would say he had
failed, he would say that he simply found over 1,000 ways not to create a light bulb. Who was he?
