W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  “Fill the Nets” Activity Page; cardstock; 
fish stickers in a variety of shapes, colors, and sizes; crayons; 
and a permanent marker 

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Copy “Fill the Nets” on cardstock, 

one per child. Fold each child’s paper as indicated. Write each child’s name on 
their paper.

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Encourage children to color their paper while folded. 
Ask children to unfold their paper, fill the nets with fish stickers, and continue 
coloring if desired.

A F T E R  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Review the Bottom Line.

W H AT  Y O U  S AY : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Today we heard a story about how Jesus is so 
powerful that He filled Peter and Andrew’s nets with tons of fish. Let’s make a 
picture of today’s story.”

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Keep your paper folded while you color. (Pause.) In 
our story, Jesus was teaching to a crowd of people and when He saw Peter and 
Andrew in their boat, He asked if He could get in. Jesus continued to teach the 
crowd from the boat and when He was done, Jesus said: ‘Let’s go fishing!’ Peter 
told Jesus, ‘We’ve been fishing all night, and we haven’t caught anything.’ Jesus 
told Peter to put his nets into the water, and Jesus did something only He has the 
power to do! Friends, unfold your paper. Wow! The net got bigger, didn’t it? Jesus 
filled their nets with tons, and tons of fish. Fill the net on your paper with these 
fish stickers. (Pause.) Great job, everyone!”
