Probably not, but what a cool way to think about 

peace. 

Ask God to help you understand what peace 
truly is this week.

Easter or Peace-ster
Have you ever thought about how Easter is a time 

for us to celebrate how God made peace with 

us? We see all throughout the Bible how God is 

always working to make peace with His creation. 

And, ultimately, God did this through Jesus, by 

sending Him to die for our sins so that we could 

have a relationship with Him. Find a quiet place 

and take a minute to thank God for the gift of 

peace that He gave us.

Dear God, 
Thank you for sending your Son, Jesus, to die 
for us so that we could have peace with you. We 
love you. Amen. 

God Made Peace
Ask an adult to help you look up Colossians 

1:20 and read it together. Grab a highlighter and 

highlight the words, “God made peace.” This verse 

tells us that God made peace with us through 

Jesus dying on the cross. What an amazing verse 

to remember during this season. Flip this page 

over and color it as you remember this!

Remember that God made peace with us! 
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Build a Bridge
This week, we learned that peace is proving you 

care more about each other than winning an 

argument. That means we try to build a bridge 

with a person instead of letting something come 

between us. That’s exactly what God did by 

sending Jesus to die for our sins. The cross was 

the bridge between us and God! Ask an adult to 

help you find two pieces of masking tape. Find a 

window or mirror and make a cross with the tape. 

Let this cross be a reminder to you of the bridge 

that God created between us so that we can have 

peace and a relationship with Him.

Thank God for building a bridge!
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Read Colossians 1:20

This month is all about peace. Peace is 

proving you care more about each other 

than winning an argument. If you think 

about it, that’s what Easter is all about. God 

sent Jesus, His one and only Son, for us.

Jesus came to make things right between 

us and God. He took the punishment we 

deserved by dying on the cross. And then He 

rose again—He came back to life— to prove 

that nothing could ever separate us from 

God when we put our trust in Jesus. Easter 

matters because God made peace with us.

Find a trusted adult and read the following 

statements below. Do you have any 

questions? If so, talk about them together.

 �God made us. 
 �But our friendship with God was 
broken by sin.
 �God loved us so much that He sent 
Jesus to fix that broken relationship.
 �When we put our trust in Jesus, we can 
experience peace.

Pray with your trusted adult and ask God to 

help you understand His big plans to bring 

peace to the world and peace to you.

Read John 14:27

When Jesus came to earth, many hoped that 

He would be a leader who would rule and 

bring peace. And Jesus did come to bring 

peace, but not in the way they expected. 

Jesus came to bring us peace in our hearts. 

God sent Jesus to pay the price for our sin. 

That’s the peace that Jesus brings.  When we 

put our trust in Jesus and what He has done 

for us, we can have peace. 

Draw a gift box on a separate piece of paper. 

Write “PEACE” on the side of your box and 

draw a great big bow. 

Thank God for sending Jesus to bring the 

gift of PEACE to you in a way that only He 

could.

We’re more interested in pointing out how 

the other person is wrong.

Thankfully, God doesn’t do that.

God made people and people sinned. Instead 

of listening to God, we decided to do things 

our own way. But again, because God loves us, 

He sent Jesus to fix that problem. God had a 

solution to the sin problem even while people 

were still messing up. God sent Jesus to pay 

the price for our sin so we could be forgiven. 

We can have peace with God because of what 

Jesus has done.Thank God today for loving 

you so much that He sent Jesus to bring 

peace so that you can have a relationship with 

Him forever.
