A F T E R  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Review the Bottom Line.

W H AT  Y O U  S AY : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Today we heard another story about how amazing 
Jesus is! Jesus fed five thousand people with two fish and five loaves of bread.”

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Color your picture of the bread and fish. (Pause.) 
Great! Now carefully cut out the pictures, and then you can glue your fish and 
bread onto the basket. (Pause.) Great job! Jesus wanted to feed the large crowd 
of people that He had been teaching, but they didn’t have enough money to buy 
food for all the people. There was a boy there who wanted to share his lunch, so 
Jesus took the bread and fish and thanked God for it. Then Jesus started giving 
the people bread and fish—and more bread and more fish—until no one was 
hungry!”
