3. SYMBOL BINGO
[ L I V E  F O R  G O D  |  A P P L I C AT I O N  A C T I V I T Y ]
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  “Symbol Bingo Cards” and “Bingo 
Symbols” Activity Pages; cardstock; scissors; and pom poms

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y:  Copy “Symbol Bingo Cards” on 

cardstock, one per child. Copy “Bingo Symbols” on cardstock and cut apart, 
one set per group. Place a “Symbol Bingo Card” and handful of pom poms at 
each spot at the table. Stack the “Bingo Symbols” facedown on the table.

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y:  Encourage the children to find a spot at the table 
and point out the bingo cards and pom poms. Draw a Bingo Symbol from the 
pile and hold it up for the children to see. Tell the children to find the matching 
symbol on their card and cover it with a pom pom. Continue in the same way 
until you’ve held up all nine symbols and their cards are covered. If time allows, 
let the children switch cards with a friend and play again.

A F T E R  T H E  A C T I V I T Y:  Collect all Bingo cards, Bingo symbols, and pom poms 
for clean-up. 

W H AT  Y O U  S AY:
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y:  “Friends, find a spot at the table. All summer, we’ve 
been learning how Jesus can help me do everything!  He can help us show 
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and 
self-control! Do you see the symbols on your page? They represent each of 
these things! When I hold up a symbol, I want you to find it on your card and 
cover it with a pom pom to play Bingo. 

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y:  “Are you ready? Here we go. (Use the dialogue 
below to review each symbol and what they represent as the children mark 
them on their cards.) 

(heart card) “A heart reminds us that Jesus can help us show love.

(smiley face card) “A smiley face reminds us that Jesus can help us have joy!

(teddy bear card) “A teddy bear to hug reminds us that Jesus can help us have 
peace.

(clock card) “A clock reminds us that Jesus can help us have patience.

(heart in hands card) “Two hands holding a heart reminds us that Jesus can help 
us show kindness.

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6. JOURNAL AND PRAYER
[ P R AY  T O  G O D  |  P R AY E R  A C T I V I T Y ]
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Paperclipped “Memory Verse Card” 
in your Bible at John 14:6; journal; fun-shaped pen; 

“Now let’s sit down so we can write in our prayer journal and talk to God. (Hold 
journal and fun-shaped pen.)

“Today, everyone gets to choose one of our fruits to go by your name in our 
prayer journal. (Draw each fruit as you name it.) We have the heart for love, 
smiley face for joy, teddy bear for peace, clock for patience, heart and hands 
for kindness, candle for goodness, high-five for faithfulness, feather for 
gentleness, and muscle arm for self-control. When I say your name, pick a story 
sticker to go by your name. (Say each child’s name as you write it down. Let 
them pick a fruit to put by their name. Remember to print so the children can 
recognize their names and the letters.)

“This looks great! Would anyone like to pray before I pray?” 

(Give each child who wants to pray the opportunity to do so.)
